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William F., the second son by the last marriage, mar-
ried, July 25, 1859, Eveline Lawrence.  They had three .
children. As has Dbeeu said, he joined his brother,
George Sanderson, in the Burrageville enterprise, but
sold out his intevest before the husincss was closed and
returned with his family, a fow years later, to Leomin-
ster, where he died, Nov. 11, 1873, shortly after his
return from California, to which place he had made a
journey the previous year on account of his health,
which was then much impaired, and fo visit his brothers
there. He was a valuable citizen, 2 man of excellent
judgment, and a good specimen of the practical, com-
mon-sense New-Englander.

Charles W., the third son by the second marriage,
left Ashburnham before the business was closed up, and
removed to New Haven about 1860, He there adopted
the profession of civil engineer. After remaining there
sevetal years, he removed to Portland, Oregon, where
he now resides in good circumstances and much re-
spected. Nov. 30, 1854, he married Sarah J. Hills, of
Leominster. They have had three children, all sons.
One, Bdward H., was born in Ashburnham; another,
William H., was born in New Haven; the other, Chas.
F., in Portland, Oregon. They are all living.

Of the two daughters who survived thenr father,
Mary Jane, who was a very amiable and attractive per-
son, a young lady of great promise, died at the age of
twenty-two years. Martha Ann, married Feb. 16, 1859,
Porter M. Kimball. She died Nov. 4, 1863, leaving one
