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commuissioned, on March 3, 1780, a brigadicr-gencral and placed in command
of the brigade of militia of Dutchess County, comprising the following regi-
ments @ first (Rhinebeck and North-cast precinets) regiment, Colonel Morris
Graham, commandant from March 18, 1778 ; second (Rombout Precinet), Col-
oncl Abrabam Brinckerhoff, from Junc 25, 1778; third (Pawling Precincet),
Colonel John Ticld, from Junc 22, 1778 ; fourth (Poughkecepsic Precinet),
Colonel John Freer, from March 4, 1750; ffth (Beekman Precinet), Coloncl
James Vandenburgh, from March 1o, 1778 sixth (Charlotte Precinet), Coloncl
Roswell Hopkins, from March 20, 1778 seventh (Iredevicksburgh Precinet),
Cotonel Tleney Luddington, from May 28, 17787

In the second week of June, 1780, *“an alarm at TFishkill 7 led to the calling
out of the sccond (Rombout Precinet) regiment, which was on duty there [rom
June 7 to June 12, Scrving at that time with Captain John Schutt’s company
were Licutenant William Swartwout, and his brother, Ensign Jacobus Swart-
wout, and their brothers, Thomas, a corporal, and Samucl, a private; and also
Cornelius Swartwout, who, in 1779, had been a sergeant in Colonel Albert
Pawling's regiment of levies.  1n the same regiment, and in Captain Nicholas
Brower's company, Jacobus, son of Rudelphus and Gerrardina Swartwout, served
at that time as an t:nf-;ign.

On the twenty-seventh day of the same month, the fifth (Beekman Pre-
cinct) regiment was also in active service, and on duty with it was Captain
[saac van Wyck's company, of which Jacobus (Jabez), son of Samuct and
Phebe Pudney Swartwout, was second licutenant, and in which his brother
John was a private. On duty also with the regiment was Captain Thomas
Stornm’s company, in which Derick Swartwout was a corporal.?

The British statesman, Lord George Germaine, writing to Sir Flenry Clin-
ton, thus disclosed his belicf that not a few American gencrals and chicf partici-
pauts in the revolutionary struggle were open to corruption @ “ Next to the de-
struction of Washington’s army, the gaining over of officers of influence and
reputation among the troops would be the speediest means of subduing the
rebellion and restoring the tranquillity of America. Your commission authorizes
you to avail yourscll of such opportunitics, and there can be no doubt that the
cxpenscs will be cheerfully submitted to.”

Major-General Benedict Amold, who, on August 3, 1780, bad been in-
trusted with the command of “ West Point and its dependencics, in which all
were included from Tishkill to King’s IFerry,” was shorty afterward discovered
as having been engaged in sceret correspondence with Sir Llenry Chinton.
