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THE SWARTWOQUT LINEAGE,

Memoranda,  Jacobus Swartwout in 1782 was one of the assessors of the town of Mamaka-
ting, (Maghaghkcmeck,) Ulster County, now in Sullivan County, N. Y. On June 23, 1787,
he was clected deicon of the church of Maghaghkemeck, and on March 24, 1789, clected an
elder, which office he held until April 30, 1791, He made a will on April o, i833. His
grave in the old burial-ground at Huguenot is marked by a headstone on which is inscribed:
' Jacobus Swartwout, December 7, 1840, aged go years and 22 days,” disclosing that he
was born on Novembher 13, 1750. His daughter Antje, married February 7, 1791, David
van [nwegen.

Memoranda, The following affidavit was made by Cornelius Wynkoop Swartwout.
“f State of New York, | ~ Cornelius Swartwout of Peenpack in the County of Ulster, Farmer,

City of New York. } : being duly swern, maketh oath that during the late war he was a
soldier in Captain Abraham Cuddeback’s Company, in the Regiment of Ulster County Militia,
Commanded by Colonel James McClaughry. That on the thirteenth Day of Octeber, in the
vear of our Lord, 1778, being on Duty at Peenpack, aforesaid under the Command of Captain
Cuddeback and ordered out an a Scout under the Command of Licutenant Stewart of the
same Regiment, they were attacked by a Party of Indians and the deponent received a
BMusket shot Wound in his Right Hip, by 3Means Whereof his Hip Bone is fractured and
another Wound from a Buck shot in bis Left Thigh. That Iy Means of his first Wound he
is rendered incapable of obtaining his Livelihood by Labour. That on the twenty-fifth Day
of March last, he was twenly-five years of age, and that he now actually resides at Peenpack,
aforesaid. CORNFELIUS SWARTWOUT."

In @ conveyance, dated October 3o, 1798, Cornelius Swartwout of the town of Deerpark,
{taken on March 16, 1708, from Mamakating or Maghaghkemeck,) Orange County, N. Y.,
and Sarah his wife, was named. On an assessment roll of June 1z, 1810, Cornelius Swart-
woul is mentioned as having real and persenal cstate in the town of Deerpark, Orange
County, N. Y,
