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Lewis was the sec-

ond child and the
eldest son of John and
Jean Wood Lewis, of
Llangollen, Spotsylvania
county, Virginia. He
had five brothers and six
sisters, ali of whom lived
to manhood and woman-
hood. The subject of
this sketch was born at
Bel-air, Spotsylvania
county, Virginia, the
homestead of his pater-
nal grandfather, Colonel
Zachary Lewis, Jr.,, on

who traced their descent in direct line to Zachary Lewis, of

Brecknock, in Wales. who immigrated to Virginia about
1694, and scttled in King and Queen county.
