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returned by Webb, and that he had not shown cause why he did
not do so, '
The next issue of the Z%mics following the decision was on
April 16th, 3887, It contained, among other scandalous and vil~
lainous articles, the most infamous attack upon Judge Jackson and
his family that ever disgraced the.art of printing. Further refer-
ence will be made to this matter hereaifter. :
There were still other hearings for the release of Reynolds,
Judge Jackson exercising- the greatest patience and forbearance.
But nothing new was developed in the way of evidence except the
affidavits of John H. Tallman and L. K. Davis and some additional
statements of Reynolds by affidavit. The affidavit of Tallman
was read on the part of the plaintiff and that of L., X, Davis on
the part of the defendant. The following are full copies of these
two aflidavits : :
