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and much desire to meet my brethren in order to determine my
proportionate standing.

Although William Dedge is said to have been the steady, sub-
stantial man, his brother (Char/les), who captured three Indians single-
handed, and commenced the Salem Company, must not be forgotten,
for, from his loins have doubtless descended many men of warlike
tendencies. It is a curious fact that ever since the establishment
of a regular army in 1793, there has never been a time, despite its
small size, when several Dodges have not been borne on the army
register among its officers, and not a few of them have done them-
selves credit. During the war I personally knew scores of the name;
at one time, serving with no less than five of the same name and rank
in the same division.

This military tendency, and a rather exceptional love of horse-
flesh, have always struck ine as strong characteristics of the tribe.
My great grandfather was ‘ Farmer George™ of Ipswich, a noted
stock-breeder; he was born in Salem. His son preached the good
old fashicned /et doctrines from the pulpit of First Church, Haver-
hill, where many still remember * Father Dodge,” but his theolog}'
never dampened his enthusiasm for a good horse.
