Hon. Russell Sage, 1816, is another example of what energy and enter-

prize may achieve under adverse circumstances. Having inchildhood and early
youth to suffer the. deprivations incident to indigence and want, he has risen,
by his own resources, to the position of Member of Congress, and is, at this
time (1877), one of the largest railroad owners in the United States.
