And T do hereby give and bequeath unto the Rov? Mr Hull Abbof,
and to the Rev? Mr Thomas Prentice the Pastors of the Chureh of
the Town of Charlestown the Sem of twenty Pounds apeice in old
Tengr Bills of Credit to be paid unto them by my Hxecu™ as soon
as conveniently may be after my Decease,

And my Will & meaning is that this Codicil as well as the former
aforementioned be, and be adjudged to be part & parcel of my said
last Will & Testament, and that all Things herein mentioned & con-
tained be faithfully & traly performed, and as fully & smply in every
respect, as if the same was so declared & set down in my last Will
& Testament. Witness my hand & seal this twenty ninth Day of
