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mueh of which will be found in the copies of wills and other docu-
ments contained in the Appendix. In all cases, however, refer-
ence is given to the authorities, so that any one feeling a particn-
lar interest in any of the families can verify my statements,

In arranging the pedigrees I have devoted a chapter to each
family, making the White family the first, and the first family
into which they married the second, ete., giving a reference to
the whole chapter when it iz desired to indicate the ancestry of
a person named, and reference to a particular page when it ia
only intended to call attention to & marriage and the descendants
thereof. In transcribing dates I have adhered strictly to the re-
cords of the time, and must request any one who notices any
apparent discrepancies to bear in mind that previous to the year
1752, when the Gregorian Calendar was adopted in England by
Act of Parliament, the legal year legan on the 25th of March.
That act, which also affected the colonies, decreed that eleven
nominal days should be omitted, the last day of the old style
being Wednesday the 2d, and the first day of the new style (the
next day) Thursday the 14th, instead of September the 84, 1752,
and the legal year, which had previonsly been held to begin on
the 25th of March, was made to begin on the Ist of January.
