Muscular Dystrophy Community Assistance, Research, and Edu-
cation (MD CARE) Act of 2001

While in the House of Representatives, Senator Wicker intro-
duced this legislation which required the National Institutes of
Health (NIH) to focus on developing treatments and cures for
muscular dystrophy, which affects thousands of children world-
wide. The bill established NIH centers of excellence across the
country and created an inter-agency coordinating committee to
expand, intensify and coordinate research activities.
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
