Removal of the Embrey Dam Act of 2004

This legislation helped secure approximately $10 million in fund-
Ing for the destruction and removal of the Embrey Dam on the
Rappahannock River In Fredericksburg, Virginia. The destruction
of the dam, which Senator Warner helped blow up in 2004, re-
stored the river to its natural state, allowing fish passage to over
100 miles of the river and its tributaries. This also allowed fish to
spawn upstream for the first time since the Civil War. The Rappa-
hannock River is now the longest free flowing river in the eastern
United States.
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
