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This is the view of the front of the Belleclaire Golf and Country Club house gained from Long Island’s picturesque winding motor highway, the famous
Rocky Hill Road. In the right wing are the locker rooms, those for men on the ground floor and in the basement, and on the second floor the lockers and rest
room for the women members. The reception hall that greets the person entering recalls that home life typical of Hotel Belleclaire in New York. The left
wing contains the kitchen, pantry and dining room for chauffeurs.

If a player makes a good shot (the lake is a carry of 165 yards), Polly voices her praises—but if a bad shot is made, she reads the thoughts
of the player and uses the kind of language he uses. Some Parrot! Some Fun! She keeps everybody in good humor. The Golf Course covers hills and valleys and is most attractive. Nature gave the course a fine setting. There are some
wonderful views—Dbut as good as Nature has been she still nee ds to be helped along by a Scotch Greens-keeper. These Scotch Greens-keepers know how to harmonize with nature. They get wonderful results. The Belleclaire Scotch Greens-
keeper is making grass grow where it never grew before, and he is, making the fairway and the
greens of the 18-hole Golf Course yield great pleasure and satisfaction to players. The Tennis
Courts and the Automobile Parkway are about complcted. The new kitchen added to the Club
House is modern in all respects and is equipped with every convenience to promptly supply mem-
bers and guests with the same quality of meals which has made the Hotel Belleclaire, Broadway , 3
at 77th Street, New York, famous the world over for its good food and good eating. The locker 3 f
and rest rooms for both men and women members have been entirely re-equipped and are most
attractive and convenient. The location of the Belleclaire Golf and Country Club-—only 29
minutes by train from the 33rd Street Station of‘the Long Island Railroad and not more than 35
minutes by automobile from the heart of New Y ork—makes it very convenient for members and
guests, The full quota of members has not been filled and will not be for some time to come,
owing to the rigid investigations made as to the character of the applicant—Dbut the Club started
officially on May 24th with more than half of its membership filled. The initiation fee and an-
nual dues for Golfers are each $100, plus war tax of $20. For Tennis players and Motorists
the initiation fee is $50 and annual dues $25, plus war tax of $7.50. If any of you who look
at these pictures and read this story think that you would like to join the Belleclaire Golf and
Country Club as a golfer, or tennis player, or motorist, please communicate with me, furnishing < S ik
references as to your qualifications as a desirable member of a Club whose principal aim is to I - R RS- Ly e ; '] ;
