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Mrs. L .L. Kellam: I am Mrs. L. L. Kellam of Dell Valley, Texas, a farm-wife. 

Mr. President, I think I speak for the community here and say that we are all behind you. You have led us through some very trying times and we feel like that you’re going to lead us on through this troublesome time that we have ahead of us. We are wondering what is before us. I have a son that’s gone to the army now. He left just when he was on the threshold of a bright career and has gone now to serve in the army and I’m wondering what kind of a society he and these other boys that have gone with him will return to when all of this is over. We hope that you will show us the way. We have unlimited confidence in your leadership. 

Reverend R. R. Reese: This is Reverend R. R. Reese of 1309 East 12th Street, a Negro Baptist preacher. I’m the pastor of the ??? Baptist Church of Austin and the Shiloh Baptist Church in Liddy. And we want you to know Mr. President that we’re a hundred percent behind your program. But it’s very hard in these conditions, in these times, for us to get by with the high cost of living and our low salaries. And we feel that you’re going to do all in your power to alleviate these conditions. And we’re behind you, we’re behind you in this struggle to help you bring it to a successful close. And we know when it’s all over and that victory will be ours and the church and the state will be saved.
