Alexander Green: Well, I don’t think, now to my opinion, that . . . far as what Hitler’s trying to do it don’t ??? because he’s going too fast you see. He don’t know about what he’s doing. He’s just trying to take advice from somebody’s else. Just because other countries tell him what to do. When he’s run his own self in a crack that way, there’s nothing he can do. His chance is not worth two cents, not for the United States. 

The United States going to war with Germany, to my opinion, people in war with Germany this month, in a couple of months there won’t be no Germany. Just tear him up right away. See because [he’s going to get(?)] so much now he done lost, more than lost a lot of his power. He ain’t got nothing. Nothing he can do. His chance is no good at all. Not for fighting war. His chance is good for what he’s doing though is signifying. Disturb the whole world for nothing, that’s all I see.
