My position is with the Samuel Gompers School teaching machine shop work for those who may have special aptitude and prepare themselves for a direct place on the payroll in this national emergency. 

The students who apply range in age from twenty-one to sixty. Some of them may have a special aptitude and may progress faster than others. But my pleasure has always been to try to prepare them in the shortest possible time so that they can go out and there obtain a position whereby they can help us fast as possible in this present emergency. I can state several cases where men have showed extreme pleasure and willingness to do their part and as fast as possible their learning may be acquired to such a degree that they may be put on the payroll and show their ability in this present emergency. Andrew Thomas Ryan: Mr. President, my name is Andrew T. Ryan. I live in Jackson Heights, Long Island. I am a tool maker by trade. In the last war I spent a year with the A.E.F. At present, I am at City College, New York. We are giving defense training courses and at home I am an air warden. We have a very fine set-up. Our community spirit is very high. We have a twenty-four hour patrol and all the neighbors are very cooperative.

Andrew Thomas Ryan: Mr. President, my name is Andrew T. Ryan. I’m a mechanic, tool maker by trade. In the last war I spent a year in the A.E.F. At the present time I am at City College. I would like to stress particularly our activity in our community. We have, what I consider, a cracker jack air raid warden service. We have a twenty-four hour patrol and the spirit is very high. We have tennis courts and softball grounds and bowling clubs which makes it rather clannish and when this thing came along why the boys all pitched right in. And what makes it more closer to us, we meet our neighbors. We got a quick alarm here one Sunday morning and we all turned out in about four minutes and when you meet your neighbor that way you somehow or other look at them a little bit different than you did before.

We should do this and we should do that and I knew all about this air warden thing, but I didn’t bother with it. When this thing hit, “wang,” I went down to the police station and I’ll tell you, you couldn’t get within a block and a half of the place. And previous to that, I jumped ahead of my story, a couple of they boys come and said “Well, what do you say Ryan? Would you sign up with us? We’re doing four hours a day.” And well what are you going to say? I mean naturally if a man is protecting you well if you’re any kind of a man you want to do the same. Now, what happens up around this area I don’t know whether its lack of organization, it might be, or perhaps a lot of people, some people are peculiar. You know, you got to jab them. They’ll do their share, but you got to push them around a bit.

Andrew Thomas Ryan: Oh yes. Oh that has helped [talking at same time as interviewer]. Because one Sunday morning we got a hurry-up call to appear down in the precinct and the captain down there told us, he said “I ???.”
