Our big job, we have a big job ahead of us, and it’s up to all of us to do the job as best we can.

Carlos Rondstadt: I’m Carlos Rondstadt of the Santa Margarita Ranch southwest of Tucson and a producer of livestock. Our business is in very good shape. We have been very fortunate in the past two or three years to be able to do that because of increased prices and of course increased rainfall. However, unless – however, our industry in my particular business is in the position to feed the army and feed the navy, and feed the rest of the world if we have to do it. But there is one thing which I am particularly disturbed about and that is the war effort of the American people. They don’t seem believe or soon seem to realize that we’re in a war. They don’t think that Japs can really harm us or give us a real battle. They don’t feel that Germany is in a position to bother us. It is typified by the number of automobiles you see on the street today, people don’t feel, they don’t believe that we’re under a stress at the present time and until they do feel that way I don’t believe we’re going to get a maximum effort to win this war. 

Another thing Mr. President, the price fixing, or the price control of agriculture products can very easily be harmful unless it is handled properly.  We’re not disturbed, or rather, I’m not disturbed about the price of beef, but I am disturbed about what the housewife will have to pay because in the end that is what is going to hurt us when she stops eating meat, or stops buying it. So we should consider that point very, very carefully. It has possibilities of harming the whole public in general.
