My people had to fight some wars when the Apaches used to attack us. We won all those wars. We still have our land. Our customs have not changed. The Americans have not changed our customs. Now the Japs and the Germans look just Apaches to me. Papagos don’t get mad easy, but now we are mad. Our boys are enlisting. We’re buying bonds and stamps. The Papago council bought seven hundred dollars in bonds. We are raising more beef too. We want to keep our old ways in our songs and our land. We don’t like to fight, but every time we have to in olden days we kept our land. This is how we are singing about how fast we are traveling as a bird is flying.

Matthew Schneck: My name is Matthew Schneck. I am a professor in the University of Arizona. I am a professional academic psychologist. Now I shouldn’t presume to tell you Mr. President, how to use psychology effectively on the American people. After all, no one has proved himself so great a master in this way, in this respect, as you. Just the same, I do think that it is time to stop appealing to our people on grounds of the defense of democracy from totalitarianism. 

Before we were attacked that was good enough. Now we have been attacked and therefore we have a much more compelling motive to fight than we had before when we were still in the realm of argument. Actually, our people have been killed. We don’t have to convince them now that there are marauding wolves on the loose and that we in danger from them. We have already seen right before our eyes that unless we defend ourselves we are going to be sorry that we didn’t. Therefore, it appears to me that we need to arouse a permanent and effective anger in our people. Not a paralyzing anger, but an efficient one. One which can be kept alive for the purpose of doing our job which is beat the other fellow. Always that: beat the other fellow. Smash him as you said in your address before Congress.
