Carlos Ronstadt: I’m glad Mr. President to have this opportunity to talk to you. I’m Carlos Ronstadt of the Santa Marguerita Ranch down on the Mexican border. I was raised there and lived there, my boy went to school there. In fact, my father was there years before me. The ranch is right on the Mexican border as I said before and we have learned to know and to love the Mexican people. In fact, I want you to know that they’re damn good neighbors. 

As I said, we are producing cattle, we’re producing beef. And we mean to continue to produce it, we’ve got to produce it. Our industry is in a very fine position, not so much financially, but from a standpoint of production we’re in a excellent position. We’ve got to stay that way in order to produce beef for our armed forces and for our civilian population. And I might add, that I think the seed for the entire world will be right here in the United States for the continuation of the livestock production throughout the world. 

You know we are called rugged individualists in our business, but in fact we’re not. We’re most cooperative with each other. Our business is the most highly organized agricultural industry in the United States and it’s a good thing today because we’re going to be able to cooperate. We’re going to be able to put forth that maximum effort that’s going to be necessary in our business. 

Now there’s one thing that I’m very, very definite about and that I think that you should know about. I don’t think that the American people today realize that we’re in a war. While it came to us very suddenly, nevertheless they didn’t grasp that idea that we are in a war. They don’t believe there’s any danger, they discount the Japs, they discount the Germans. They don’t think they can do us any harm when in fact they’re doing plenty of harm at the present time. And until that time comes when they do believe that we’re in a war I do not believe we’re going to get the maximum effort to win the war from the American public.

Enos Francisco: I am a Papago Indian. I work in a agriculture chemistry laboratory. And what I think of the war is what any other good American thinks, and all our Papago tribe think the same way. We like to cooperate with the government and follow all the government’s suggestions and what the president’s suggestions may be. One thing we follow very much about our president’s suggestions is to sacrifice. The Papago tribe has always have that sacrifice when they used to go against the Apaches when they’re attacked you see. We’re being attacked now and we have to do our part to win the war by sacrificing. We like to do all we can in agriculture work and any other kind of work in order to win the war. All our Papago tribe have cooperated with the government at all times, but they also follow their old custom. They never did want to go to war and that was hard in the first place when the registration came they were kind of afraid to register, but now since the Japs has attacked us we all feel different. It was very surprising to know when I went out to the reservation to find all the Papagos that I met saying that what they heard about the Pearl Harbor, they thought it was one of the meanest and cruelest things that the Japs ever did, and now that they are willing to do their part any time the government calls them.
