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Ted Vernasco: I am Ted Vernasco, an employee of a rubber company in Mishawaka, Indiana. Since the outbreak of the war, our factory has been forced to curtail production on many of its products, thus causing many workers to be laid off at least until the reconstruction of national defense work is set up. However, the spirit of cooperation prevails among all the workers for we realize how important a task lies ahead. There is no bitter feeling between the workers and the rubber company because of the layoff for we realize the necessity of national defense work. Cooperation between the union and the rubber company has become stronger and the union has laid aside all controversial issues in order to speed up production. 

Those of us who have been laid off are hoping to be called to work in some kind of defense industry and we feel sure that the government will be on hand to help us. In the meantime we’re all pulling hand in hand for Uncle Sam and ultimate victory.
