Included is an untitled
book draft by Ford on European and American history, indexes of historical papers, including of Thomas Jefferson and
Alexander Hamilton, and notes on China, Cuba, Netherlands East Indies, France, Germany, Greece, Russia, and other
countries and topics. Also included are notes, research notebooks and correspondence from later in his career.
