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B IRDS OF PARADISE are found only in New Guinea and some
of the nearby islands, and some species are confined to a very

. limited area, or to a single island. They are remarkable not merely
for the beauty of their plumage, but for their extraordinary development in
the shape of plumes, crests and gorgets, scarcely any two kinds or species
being alike in this respect.
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
