Amerieans Given Important Share
in Victory That Saw End
of German Hopes

If the home football team is on its
own ten-yard line and the visitors, hav-
ing the ball, give it to their left tackle
and put their whole back field in to
shove him through on a line plunge;

cessful counter-offensive.

It s, morcover, in the simplest terms.
precisely the kind of couunter-offensive
which Captain Foch, of the Allied home
team, put over on Captain Laudendorfl
of the visiting German team, on July
18, 1618, when he got the ball of the
initiative and began -~working back up
Geld in that magnificent series of plays
which were not to cesse uptil vietory
should have been finally won on Novem-
ber 11.

Nevertheless, it mmst be remembered
thatl, though the fundamental facts of
the situation may be thus simply stated,
their actual development was nuch
more complicated. It is easier to see
where an attack is geing to be made
along it line of 11 men, {o stop it and
to make the best counter-play, tham it
is to do the sarse things slong a line of
eleven hundred thousand men or twice
that many.

By those who Know, the change {rom
the defensive to the offensive is consid-
ered perhaps the most diflicult and deli-
cate operation in the science of war. It
will therefore be worth while to exam-
ine a little the conditions of the whole
situation which Marshal Foch confront-
ed and the measures by which he
changed it to the advantage of the Al-
fies, in order to bring inte proper focus
the contributions which were made to
by fhe individual American
fons in his armies.

Foe Takes Breathing Spell

At the conclusion of their offensive
to the Marne, which came .to a stand-
still, roughly, about June 5, the Ger-
mans, as they had done after each of
their previous great offensives, took a
breathing spell in order to rest and re-
plenish the divisions of their armies
which had been worn down by fighting
and then to zccumulate ihese behind
the lines in a maneuver mass which
could be thrown inlo whatever part of
the front the Iligh Command might
choose for the next great offensive.

By July 13 there had been thus i
cumulated behind the German lines, ac-
cording to the best information of the
Allied  inielligence service, about O3
divisions which had been refilled, rein-
forced and rested for from 15 to 30 duys

Of these, a good many were in the
sectors opposite the British armies and
in the Awmiens salient. a very few on
the long front from the Argonne to the
Swiss border, and a large number far
enough back to be available for use 'in
any sector. while 11 divisions were im-
mediately back of Gen. T. von Below's
First Army and Gen von Binem’s Third
Army, which extended from the Ar-
gonne to Chiteaun-Thierry und belonged
to the Army Oroup of the German
Crown Prince. On July 13, which was
two days before the heginning. of the

- German attack along the Argonme-Ché-
tesu-Thierry frouf, these two armies
were believed to have, nlso, about 18
divisions in front lne

At this time, it will be remembered,
Germany was loudly boasting in her
press that Marshal Foch eould never
hope to be able fo assume the offensive
because nearly all his reserves had been
burned up by the German attacks, while
the few he did have he could not wicld
as a mass of mancuver, being under
the stern necessity of holding them to
throw in against the German torrent
wherever this might next dash against
his Jines.

‘72 Divisions in Reserve Mass

This was said, and perhaps the Ger-
man command believed it, for the con-
dition had been true enough at one
time. But now. owing to Freuch efforts
and the rapidity with which Ameriean
and alyo British troops had Leen com-
ing over, the Allies had, as a matier
of fact., a mass ol reserves amount
ing to no less than 72 divisions. Ger-
man superiority of numbers was, there-
fore, at last discounted, though they
still had the great-advantage of the
shorter, interior lines for moving their

reserves from place to place, which
added a large percentage to their
“¥alue.

Having been able, through an intel-
lgence service which was unexcelled.
to forccast with absolute accuraey the
time, the place and fhe strength of the
attack which the enemy delivered on
the Champagne-Chéitean-Thierry front
on the morning of 'July 15, Marshal
Foch was in a position to dispose just
cnough of his forces ulong that front to
meet and hold the attack firmly.

On July 17, two days after the attack
had commenced, the armles of von Below
and von Mudra—who had taken the
place of von Iinem--hsd engaged 38
divisions on their front line and had 11
divisions in close support, reducing the
total German mass of maneuver to 51
divislops. Yet they had nowhere galned
wore than a few kilemeters of ground
and were then bheing repulsed every-
where, in spite of their most desperate
efforts, because the 27 Allled divisions
in front line and 19 in close support,
belonging to the Sixth, Fifth and Fourth
Frepch Armies, were ample to reduce
them to impotence and to infliet upon
them terrible losses.

fatlters had lived.

On the happiest New Year's Day this
old fool world ever saw, the AEF.

roung France salvaged from the battle-
fields—such a bouncing family of young
hopefuls as no army had ever accumu-
lated in gll history, just such a father-
ess tribe as Awmeriea herself would have
had to worry about if the war bad cver
reached her shores.

SEVERE DRAIN ON GERMANY

Russian Figures May Excced Ence
my’s Total of Killed and
Wounded

One of the great factors in the con-
cluding years of the war-—a factor the
dimensions of which the world wis al-
ways  oblized fo guess at—was the
deain on French man power.  France
hore her lo: in silence. The figures
of kitled amd wounded were never pub-
fished.  Flow great a part of the gal-
lant youth of the country was suufled
our in that world crises known _as the
Sattie of {he Marne, how many French-
men died in the historie acres lefore
Verdu he oulooking uations could
only surmise, When, in the late spring
of 1047, friends of Irance called on
America to hurry, much was hinte@ at
aud the phrase “France has been bled
white” gained sudden curreney from
one end of the Unifed States lo the
other.

Everyone know, then, thai ¥rance had
suffered grievous losses. Ifow grievenus
uo one knew untii the official fignres
were given out the other dny.

One third of all the Frenchumen called
to the eolors are permanently lost to the
nation. France mobilized 6.000,000. Of
these 1,400.000 are dead and 8500000 are
permanently injured.

If It Were America

It is dificult for Americaus to grasp
such totals as these. ¥rance, with her
40,000,000, has less than half our popu-
Jation, nnd yet her dead are more than
25 times as many. Buat France, of
course, was in the war up to the hilt
from the first day, and America had no
Tnrge number of troops under fire exeept
during the final four months.

Tuke America. Discard, for a moment,
ihe West and the South and New Eng-
Iand. Consider just the Middle Atlantie
and Middle Western States. In them,
vou would find & population not much
greater than France’s. Suppose, after
calling to the colors the very flowers of
their youth, those States had lost by
death from unds or dis E L
of soldiers greater than the total num-
her of ecombint troops America was able
to send to France. Suppose those States
had lost by death or disablement a num-
por of soldiers greater than the total
number of troops of all kinds, which
Americn ghipped to Furope during this
wir. Suppose these things, and you will
have some conseption of the drain on
French man power since Angust, 1914,

Aside from the loss of her youth,
France's material losses reach slaggering
totals, for the battles wePe waged on her
own land. They have been crlenlated at
34,500,000,000 francs, of which 20 bil-
tions are counted as fhe loss of homes

and auother 20 as the loss of factorles.

Final British Figures

When the last shol was fired on No-
vember 11, France had 4000000 men
mobilized. Of these, 1,600.000 (territor-
inls factory workers, ete.) will be demo-
bilized between now and March I, when
=he will still have 3,000,000 men on duty.

TFor the total of losses by the British
Empire, the world bad been more or les:
prepared, for, whereas there had boen
no official _announcerent before the
armistice, ILord Northeliffe ventured

Total of 96,883 Men and 4,418
Officers Can Be Accommodated

The AE.F. is sailing for Liome as fast
as ships are being provided. But the
men in Americn who are direcling the
troop transportafion job are cautioniny
patience, For ome thing, we are going
back In moere comfori—-and with more
regard for health—thun we bad when
we came over. The ships are not beinz
loaded so heavily.

“It is only a malter of patience”
said a telegram received this week from
one shipping director In America. *We
don't want our fighting men returned to
us like cattle.”

At noon on December 21, it was an-
nounced this week, 5,571 officers and
111,606 men were at the base poris
ready to sail for the States. OF this
number 2036 officers and 36,528 men
were at that time actually under orders
to embark. In addition, 62,000 officers
and men were under orders to move to
Brest as soon as they could be ac-
commoiated.

Ships in port and those coming in up
to and inclnding January 11, will ae-
commoedate 4,418 officers aud 96,883 men.

The skeleton of the 76k ion,
which has been in replacement since it
has been in France, the 347th Infantry
and several units of Field Artillery have
sailed for home during the last few
days.

The fate of the campaign hats that
were turned in by the tens of thousands
when the overseas cap (fivst issne) came
into brief being is soon told. They went
into salvage. and thence into a machine
that flattened them. cut them and con-
verted them into felt slippers for hos-
pital patients. Salvage csperis demur
at trying to make the slppers back Into
hats again.

_The overseas cap, second issue, has
been: seen back in Americn on the heads
of soldiers whose foreign service began
and ended at Newport News.

DEMOBILIZATION,
SAYS SECY. BAKER

Process Moving Swiftly, in
Order and as Planned,
He Declares

AMERICA’S 1919 GREETINGS

“Your Patience Must Aid in Ad-
justment to New Conditions,”
Statement Points Out

“Fhe process of demobilizaiion s
moving swiftly, in order, and in
cordance with plans,” declares See 3
of War Newton D. Baker in a New
Year's greeting addressed to “those in
the uniform of Lhe United States Army”
Further, the sceretary says that Amer-
fea will return her armed power “to
the pursuit of pence with all due
speed.” .

“As you have shared in fhe pride of

Sach step must follow the step before,
and some units will go quickly, while
others mny be held at little Tonger Tor
reasons that are very real, thongh some-
times not apparent on the surface.

Made Power Felt Quickly

“As America made her power felt
more quickly than the fee thoughi pos-
«ible, so she will return that power to
the pursuit of peace with all due speed
As you have shared in the pride of fhe
first accomplishment, so must your pa-
tience aid in the present adjustment fo
new condifions.

“The privilege of having stood in the
ranks of the Army of victorious democ-
racy will be your pride through ihe
years to come. If fortune had decreed
that only weeks or months remain for
vou to stand in those ranks, instead of
bloody vears as our Allies have dong—
then bear yourselves through the re-
maining days in & way to increase that
pride.

“The best wishes of the Country for
O a0l all fhe Ccoming years are yours.
To these I add my own heartiest good
wishes and the confidence that in the
future, as ex-soldiers, as you have done
in the -past as soldiers, you will eon-
tinue to reflect the highest honor on our
comtry.

War Department Invites
Study of Conversion
Provisions

“PEACE RISK” POLICIES NOW

Mew Contracts Without Further
Medical Examination, Says
General Order

A War Department cable,
@uced In G.O. 234, G.H.Q., 5 that no
soldier of the A.B.F. discontlnue his
War Risk Insurance, at least until he
bas returned to the United States and
hag bad a chance to study {he advan-
tuges of the new Government contraets
to which the present policies may be
converted. The cablegram points out
that these confriets may be had without
further medicnl examination.

“rhis request,” says the order itself.
“is made {n the full confidence that it is
in the very best Interest, both present
and future, of the soldiers, their familles
and the United States Government.”

The order maukes It plain that while
the United States authorized the ssue of
War Risk Insurance primarily as a war
measure, its value has by no ineans
gone down with the signing ‘of the
armistice, and that it wiil not diminish
in the least with the declaration
Dbeace.

To Continue Policles

The Goverament it s is preparing
to continue Hs war insurance as peace
insurance nider plans that will allow
every member of the AE.I. to continue
bis poliey in ity present form for not
more than five years, or to convert It
into staudard forms of Government in-
surance. These forms hnclude ordinary
Hfe insurance, 20-psyment Hfe  insoe-
apce, endowment fnsurance, maturing at
the age of 62, amd the other usual forms,
in amounts ranging from $1000 te

0,000.

It is to be remembered,” the order
adds, “that ont of the entire populuation
of the United States, the privilege of
holding these speclal Government con-

rame, Tepro-

*tracts s Himlted to these departments of

the Government service speeifically men-
tloned in the War Risk Aet, which in-
cludes the soldiers of the Fnited States
Army  who have served during this
emergency.”

It also enjolns all commanding offi-
cers to see that their men do not et
hastily or inadvisedly In discontinuing
their Insurance.

The C-in-C, AEY, is persoually
direeting a campaign of cducation in-
tended lo acnuaint every man in the
ABFEF with the Government's plan for
the continuation of war risk fnsarance.
The War Risk Insurance Bureau has
sent field ngents to every division in the
Third Army and has representatives at
all base ports and in Italy and Englind
whose duty il fs to explain to all sol
diers the advantages of holding on te
their policies.

Fvery organtzation commander in the
AL, has been directed to fustruct the
officers and men ander him as to thelr
rights and privileges in connection with
the continuance and conversion of Gov-
ernment  Insurance.  Offfcers and men
whl attest by their signatures on bhinnk
forms provided for the purpose thelr
compHance with the wish of the Come
mander-in-Chief that they do not reline
quish their insuranee,

1t is peinted ont that an Imporiant
feature of the new Governmeut Insur-
nnee plan is that po physieal examina-
tion is required in order to continue a
policy. This shonld be of particular in-
terest to soldiers who may return home
in sneh physieal conditlon that they
wonld be unable to puss the examina-
tions required by commercial Insarance
companies, It hehooves any soldier who
may contemplafe diseontinuing his In-
sprance to be sure before dolng so that
he Is fit to pass any physleal exnmina-
tion demanded by commerelal corpora-
tlons with which he muy ut some future
dnte desire te insure himself, -

May Reduce Insurance

Any soldier having $10,000 insurance
who does not desire to continue the fall
amount may reduce it in multiples of
00, to any sum as low as $1,000, and
ry or convert it In the rednced
Onee  reduced,  however, it
never ean be increased agaln, Al sol-
diers are advised by thelr Commandor-
{n-Chief to consider the matter serfonsly
from the viewpoint of thelr own or their
familles’ Interests before applying for a
reduction.

In order that nmien of the AETF. may
let thefr wives or parents or other bene-
ficlarfes of their Insuranen know that
they infend to take advantage of the

Provision for Overdeduction

As to cases of overdeduetions from
pay., made through misunderstanding of
the requirements of the War Risk Act,
War Department Cirewlar No. 49, under
date of November 1, 101§--quoted in
G.ILQ. Bulletin 102——provides this meth-
od for their handling:

War Risk Insurance Bulletin 108 has
reference only to those cases where clr-
cumstances require the approval of the
Bureau of War Risk Insurance before
allotments once deducted may be repald.
‘When officers or enlisted men are en-
titled to credit on pay accounts or pay
rollg for amounts which have been with~
held or collected as allotments through
error, and the facts are known to the
officer entitled to such credit or 1o the
officer certifying the pay roil of the en-
listed men, it is not necessary to sccure
authority frem the War Depariment or
the Burcau or War Risk Insurance for
reimbursement,
