Sprmg will come to France next month, but
apring will not comt to the field of Verdum.
Already the ..grass. is green on the broad
strotches of Champagne; in the .Vosges the
snow patchen linger_only in the stubborn shel-
tor of rocks that bar the sin; but there is no
portent of resurrection in all the stretch of
churned gravel merking the line of forts that
protect the citadel of the Meuse frem the
northenst,

Only on the paihless slopes that lead to
TPousumont the cluy is soft underfoot, and the
.shell holes are filled with clear water, and
between them econrse new born brooks, sub-
tonating in erystal pools from which no man
would daro driuk.

Standing on Douaumont, toward sunset of
Yebruary 21, 1918 -— o blustery, squally,
though not a partienlarly cold, day~-you c¢ould

 bave looked east nnd west and north through
the clear air of the heights of the Meuse and
seen, over and Liyond Te Mort Homme and
TFilt 204, the heights of Montfancon; down
into the Voivre and the salient of St. Mihiel;
off to the norih and the erests of Les Jumelles
d'Ornes, the Twins of Ornes, which were in-
side the German lines when the army of the
QOrown Prince set out, iust three years to the
day belore, to conquér Verdun, and with Ver-
dun, France, and, with Franece, the world,

Standing there, with desolation at your feet,
and with possibilities of more desolation if

Dousnmont is already & place of pilgrimage,
particularly for Americans.
its little garrison, which is not n pgarrison at
all—a score of poilus, superintended by an

For the first impression that the visitor to
Douvaumont has is that he is in a vast under-
ground power house. ¥Fntering by the south-
ern portal, slong the little ravitaillement. nar-
row gange. he hears the busy hum of giani
motors, whose role apparent funection is to
keep the rows of incandescent lamps burning
in all the maze of tunnels which con shelter,
and have sheltered, two whole regiments,

They have instnlled their own little musenm,
those 20 or so French soldiers, and they will
show you everything from a Bocha trench hel-
met, pnnctured in half a2 hundred places by
a shrapnel burst direetly overhead, to the tips
of the 420's which rained on to the ba
four vears ago.

Hardly a Celebration

The oecasiount aetivity of Ameriean de-
molition units was the closest upprnx: ration
to n celebration which Verdun held in honor
nf the grealest day in all her luminous his-
tory—probubly for the simple reason that
thore are not enough people there to provide
a spectacle or an andience.

Coming dewn into the city from Donaumont,
Vaux and Souville after sunset om that day,
when the Twins of Ornes were ‘blending into
the troubled gray sky, you would have seen,
on the left bank of the Meuse. the swift,
fery ascent of flares, red and white and green
~~or perhaps blue—lingering and lighting up

the valley with some of their ancient baleful- |

nesgs. They, too, like the duds, were left-overs
in the hands of Yanks at play, and, like the

«shot them off on Februnry 21-—quite likely
there will be far more shot off on Mareh 17.
