I sent of my papers to Washington just in time. On Saturday and article on Mr. Gray's

Invention was published in the “Commonwealth”, and I fear he has made the same

discovery as I did.

From the article it appears his discovery was made only two months ago, so I shall

easily be able to prove priority in the invention. The article does not state whether he has

foreseen my application of acoustical principles viz:— The simultaneous transmission of

Telegraphic messages,
