refutation, but it makes no mention of the more complicated phenomena witnessed by Mr.
Crookes, and Dr. Carpenter's theories do not apply to them. | think you will see it yourself if
you look at Mr. Crookes' pamphlets.

| have never spoken of the last letter | received from you in Bethel because there never
has been opportunity, but | was pleased with it and thank you for it. However | am a little
puzzled to know what your views on Woman's Rights really are.
