Dear Sir

Your society during the little time

I have left would have been the chief comfort of my life. Of the 3 portions into which you

have laid off your lands here, I will not yet despair but that you may retain that on which

your house stands. Perhaps you may be able to make an equivalent partial sale in Loudon

before you can acompleat on here.

I had flattered my self that a particular and mere resource would have saved me from my

unfortunate engagements for W.C. N. but they faild me, and I must seel property to their

amount.
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You have had some difficulties and contradiction to struggle with in the course of your

admn but you will come out of them with honor and with the affections of your country.
