- Thefe things are moft worthy our know ledge,
efpecially the fignes before fpoken of are mof
diligently to be noted ; becaufe there are
Magical Rods, which are deceitful, and are too
ea

ﬁTy inclinable to bend o any money chac is}

let fall or loft,

There are other vifions alfo which appeare
in looking-glaffes,Chriftals, and fuch like things,
which Nigromancers thar dig treafures do ufet
but they are all falfe and deceitful ; wherefore
there is little credit to be given unto them,

We come now to fpeake of the manner of
digging for treafure, howa timemay be taken

that we may have a happy progrefs in the dig-|

ging, which is as followeth, Firft, under an in-
fluence of the Moone or Satwru, and when the
HMoowe tranfics Tanrmus, Caprscorne or Virgo, isa
good gime to beginto feeke  or dig after tres
fyre,  Neither need youufe any : other Ceremo-
nies, nor to draw any Circles, or to ule any In-
chantments whatfoever ; onely thofe ‘that dig
muilt be of 3 cheereful minde , free and'aliemi
‘ T .

Now when they come neere to the place
where the Treafure is;tha it is almoft deteéted,
and do heare many noifes ;-and firange vilions
and horible fights are feene, which oftentimes
hippens to be : It theweth that the Pygmies and

Sylhesare there,who do envy that men (hould

have thofe treafures ; and will not willingly
art from them, efpecially if it be their own, or
fuch as they brought chither,  Suchtreafures are
to be left,if the keepers thereof confent not.
And although they may be gotren and taken 2=
way as a Robbery from thofe keepers, yet
thefe keepers have an Art whereby they can
change thefe treafures,in this way g2ined,into 2
yile and bafe marter, ag into earth, clay,dungsand
fich-like things , ( as 1 have feene by examples:)
wherefore when any fuch tranfmutations happen,
weare not therefore to defpaire in our mindes,
although we find nothing like either Gold or
filver, neither would any one fuppofe any fuch
thing to be there. We ought thereforeto fly to

matter,as bones,egge-thells,pieces of wood, affwhe
fuch things, which have been buryed there manj| they
years before. And they that have found lyo
fame , have fuppofed ic to be the true creafinfmwo
Gold or Silveryand co have been changed by tht|fong
evil Spirits ; which is falfe.

timgcomes to pafs, that it is eafily taken from them,
sanillt happenech to them, as it doth to thofe men
l, anffwho fuddenly get fome prey from their enemies,
manflthey not thinking of them, whereby the are eafi-
1 thefly overcome , or fpoiled by them. There are
afirefwwo caufes chiefly why treafures are fo greedily
y thejlonght after by men, The firlt is the Coveronl~
onnifnels of chem who thirft after riches; & the other,
ngedithat thofe places where the treafures are,might be
lubfafierwards made habitable,fecure, fafe, and quiet
thefiffrom being infefted or molefted with fuch Spi-
tion,i{;its. For there are at this day many ancient
oufes and Caftles which are inhabirable, by
eckelieafon of thefe kinde of Spirits : and the chiefe
erefetufe chereof isy that there are great treafures
hiciihid about thefe places.

deavoredtoexpel the mialignane Spiritsand the
devil ; whereas this/is altogether a falfe founds
tiony and by no meanes to be followed or i
taced, Although fometimes fome have bee
delivered by'this way,and the ‘devil hath beer
driven from them ; neverthelefs it hath not
been done;neither can it be done without lof
Like asif 2 Prince would vanquith fome Cotitry
or City, with the Sword, this he could not pof
Gibly do without fome apparent damage and Yofs
to that place; - A common proverb hereby com:
eth cominde, which faith, That he'that cannot
get good words from good men, fhall much lef

wreft them from evil men, although ‘they be if

compelled by force:the more evilis to befeareds
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linquithed which is ufed in Ceremonies and
Conjurations, Butyou ought to expell wicked
fpirics as Chrift and his Apoftles did,and no o-
ther way : But if you do otherwile, you under-
luke great Labours againft the Devil: for certain-
ly the Devil is forced through great difficuley to
20 out of men,and fecketh all iniquities and wic-
ked occafions to ftay, and retain themin his
power, But when hefeeththat he canno longer
fayand remain in the poffefled,but is forcedto
g0 outy then he requireth power and licence to
enter into fome other man, or beaft, or into
fome other place :which if he be permitced,
there followech a gr eater lofs thereupon;
Therefore there isno other place ‘to be per-
micted or afligned unto himybut hell 5 from
